Step 1: 
Choose a mat that paint will adhere to. 

Step 2: 

Create a Union Jack pattern using Frog Tape.

Step 3: 

Paint the Union Jack in shades of brown and white. Let dry. 

Step 4: 

Proudly place your welcome mat in your entrance way and enjoy! 
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
